The Taltarni 2004 Cabernet 
Sauvignon was awarded a trophy at the Decanter World Wine Awards in 2006. Meanwhile, the Clover Hill 
and Taltarni Brut sparkling wines were named Winestate’s Sparkling Wine of the Year multiple times. 
Additionally, Le Calvez has been twice nominated for the Wine Society’s Young Winemaker of the Year 
Award. 
 
Le Calvez has been making wine since 1997, and has worked for wineries in Bordeaux, Australia and 
California. He holds a degree in oenology and a Masters degree in Law, Economics and Management in the 
Wine Sector from the University of Law, Bordeaux. 
 
“In so many ways, Loïc represents the future of Australian winemaking,” said Adam Torpy, chief executive 
officer for Taltarni. “He is intense, versatile and well-versed in his craft, but he’s also in touch with market 
trends and consumer desires.
